We would like to remind Members and Visitors alilsdhether they are playing or not, that in accoréanc
with the Club Rules smart golfing dress is requeedll times on the Course & around the Clubhausa
including the practice putting green and outsideisg areas; and smart casual wear in the Clubhouse
However, please respect special occasions in thinoclise when more formal wear will be expected.

On the Course & Practice Putting Green

Golf Shoes(not training or sports shoes) are tmy footwear permitted to be worn. Golf shoes with et
Spiked-Solesire highly recommended between 1st November anddyg Players are reminded that soft
spikes may not always provide suitable grip in @frdonditions. Particular caution should be taken o
sloping ground or steps and players should reguénck their shoes to ensure there is no buildfugrass
or mud in the soft spikes."

Socks must always be worn with footwear. Tailoredrss may be worn with long or short sports socks.

The Following items of dreswe not acceptable under normal circumstances: -

Sleeveless Shirts or ‘T Shirts/Vests (Men only).

Strapless sun-tops or topless attire.

Sports or cutaway trousers such as cargo shodshbear or multi-coloured shorts, also
swimwear.

Trouser tucked into socks.

Also any form of dress deemed by the SecretaryfeBsmnal or his Staff as not conforming with tpeis of
these dress rules.

We would ask you to please ensure that your Play@rform in all respects to section 1 of the R &uhes of golf, particularly
regarding Priority on the Course. Please remind yeembers to observe the following and it will @ddhe enjoyment of
everyone on the course: -

Three-ball and four-ball matchesust invite Single (two-ball) and Foursomes games tepasingle Playerhas no standing.
Any match that has lost a clear hatest invite the following match througiflease keep just behind the match in frottjust in
front of the match behind.

No player should play until the players in fron¢ aut of range.

Care of the Course
Once again we would ask your members to observiotlosving etiquette.
- Please DdReplace all divots on Fairways and repair all pittdrks on the greens. Sand boxes are providegh&irre
divots on tees.
Before leaving a bunker a player should carefullyp and smooth oveall holes in sight.
Please do notake practice swings on the tees.
Please dause access steps to tees, where provided.
Please ddkeep to paths and walkways; do not walk acrosgipjesurfaces unless necessatry.
If trolleys or buggies are allowed and being uggease use wide wheel trolleys only and: -
Please dmot take onto tees.
Please dmot take onto aprons of greens or greens thenselve
Please dmot take across white lines on aprons of greens.
Please ddollow trolley direction signs.
Please do nodrop litter on the course.

Particular care must be taken to look out for aine gvay to walkers on both the public and coagiatgaths as outlined below.

Public footpath No 17

Players are reminded that this Public Footpath fFeeshwater to West Bay, crosses the Golf courdenatkers have every right

to use it

At present, the path runs from th&Green along the track to the Greenkeepers Sheegevitenters the Golf course and proceeds
through the gap in the wall in front of the™tee where it then continues West to the righheft2” green and across the top of
the ‘dip’ on the 18 fairway then through the fence into the field ba teft of the 18 fairway.

Extreme Care should be exercised when walkersamange andnust be given the right of way before playing.

Special Care should be exercised when teeing i the &', 10 11" & 16" Tees; also when approaching the ‘dip’ on th8 16
fairway plus playing approach shots to tfea®id 12 greens.

Coastal (cliff top) footpath

Players are also reminded that this Public Footfrath Freshwater to West Bay runs along the seasidedof the Golf Course on
the club’s land and walkers have every right toitise

Extreme Care should be exercised at all times wiadkers are in range amdust be given the right of way before playing,
especially when teeing off from th& 3" & 15" tees.

Green Staff & Contractors

Playing the course, players will occasionally emteuGreen Staff/Contractors carrying out theirntemance work, and they
must be given sufficient time to stop their work befevaving the players on.




Poor visibility, Thunder & Lightning

Personal Insurance

Players arestrongly advised in their own interests, to ensure that they aegaately insured not only to cover theérsonal
liability whilst playing golf but also their equipment whié the Clubhouse.

In the event of a fire in the club house

If whilst in the Clubhouse, the repeating fire alaglaxon is sounded, you are to leave the builbynghe nearest fire exit and
muster in the car park below the clubhou3e.Not use the lift!

TIME SAVING TIPS TO AVOID SLOW PLAY

A few time saving tips to help you avoid slow pkypear below, we hope they will help you to enjourygame as well as
making sure that others will enjoy theirs!

1. There is no need to rush your shot, but do \walkkly between shots, be ready to play at all §raed avoid time wasting
conversation on tee and green

2. It is notnecessary to have a practice swing before everty sh

3. The player who has holed out first should belyea replace the flagstick as soon as the othere holed out. Players
who cannot score at a hole should pick up theirdral walk on — the object is to vacate the greesomn as reasonably
possible.

4. Scores should be checked during the walk toéxé tee and the player who has the honour sheeloff straight away,

if the way is clear, and mark the score card aftedw

5. Trolleys & Bags should be positioned so thatrttieimum time is spent collecting them after pudtmut. Generally
speaking, wherever your ball is on the green, tgathe trolley or bag clear of the green in a pghtposition is the
quickest in the end, and try to leave it on the sidarest to the next tee.

6. In Foursomes play, the partner not teeing aduhbe in a position to mark the ball and be retadyalk forward to play
the next shot.

7. IF you have lost a hole from the preceding playad the players behind are catching you upMO&T invite them
through

8. IF players behind are playing faster than yod, @are being kept waiting you SHOULiBvite them through.

9. IF you are unsure where your ball has landeat afty shot you should play a provisional.

10. IF you are searching for a ball, then invite fittayers behind you through; do not wait 5 minttefere doing so. A
player is, however, allowed 5 minutes to find & loall even if they have to stand aside whilst atlee coming through.

11. IF you are searching for a ball, do not watiluhe players behind are on the tee and thenddrathe search and move
on.

12. IF in four-ball play, a ball is lost, only tleevner of the ball should search for it.

NOTE: Time spent in replacing divots, repairpitth marks, raking bunkers after playing from thésrboth encouraged and
appreciated.
